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CSA Member Agreement 2017

Community Supported Agriculture (CSA) is a relationship between our farm and you as our customer.  Rather than simply purchasing food, you become a member of our farm.  Your fees help us with the capital necessary to purchase seed and supplies early in the season, and you receive a portion of the harvest made possible through your investment.
Becoming a Member
Our 2017 CSA runs for 17 weeks, from early June through late September.  Exact dates are yet to be determined based on crop production but we expect the week of June 4th – September 30th.  Members ill receiver email updates as spring progresses.

By choosing a Small, Medium, or Large Share you, the member, will receive a weekly selection of seasonal produce fresh from our fields and high tunnels.  You also commit to arriving at the chosen pickup site during the posted hours.  In the event you are unable to attend, it is your responsibility to find a substitute as per the contract. Produce for 2017

Tomatoes regular & cherry, tomatillos purple & green, cucumbers regular & pickling, peppers sweet & hot, squash (acorn, butternut, spaghetti, yellow straight neck, zucchini), broccoli, Brussel sprouts, carrots, cauliflower, celery, cabbage red & green, eggplant, okra, arugula, basil, chamomile, chives, cilantro, cumin, dill, kale, leeks, lettuce (bibb, butterhead, romaine) mint, bunching onion, white onion, red onion, yellow onion, oregano parsley, sage spearmint, sweet marjoram, tarragon, thyme, sweet potatoes, asparagus, cantaloupe, honeydew, pie pumpkin, watermelon and various berries, grapes, fresh fruit and eggs.  I am sure I missed something so check our website for updates.

We take the safety of our food very seriously.  Crates wash & pack stations, and tools are cleaned daily.  The health of our customers is top priority.  For your added protection, wash all produce and eggs before consuming, cook eggs thoroughly and put frozen products in the freezer immediately.

5. If Purchaser chooses payment of share in installments and if Purchaser fails to pay in full by August 1, 2017, Purchaser forfeits their produce share going forward. If Purchaser chose the commitment to work on the farm in lieu of payment for their produce share and fails to fulfill the labor commitment, Purchaser will be required to pay the balance of the cost of the remainder of the produce share or forfeit their share. ____

6. Based upon the season and the contingencies of farming (e.g. extreme temperatures, hail, wildlife damage, pests, drought, etc.) it is possible that the number of harvests and/or the produce share sizes may not meet the anticipated harvest goals of the managers of the Farm.  Purchaser agrees to bear the risk of variable harvests or crop failures due to unfavorable conditions that are beyond the control of the managers of the farm. ____

7. Purchaser understands that the content of the produce share is unprocessed and unwashed and that Purchaser is responsible for the adequate cleaning and preparation of said content in order to render it fit for human consumption. Purchaser agrees to bear all risk of any illness acquired by Purchaser or other people consuming the content of the Purchaser’s produce share that results from consumption of any portion of produce share content. Purchaser also understands that customizing the content of produce shares to Purchasers’ individual preferences is not possible. ____   

8. The Purchaser may designate another person to receive their produce for any of the weeks covered by this agreement.  The Purchaser will notify the Farm of the designated person so that we know who is authorized to pick up produce. ____

9. The Farm will refund the full amount of a produce share up until two weeks prior to the first pick-up, less a $25.00 cancellation fee.  ____
